Professional Development Workshop Series
You are invited to submit a Professional Development Proposal for either a 3 or 6 hour class. Our mission is to bring quality art education experiences to art educators/leaders across Suffolk County, so we are looking for innovative and interesting learning opportunities and ideas, to enhance art teaching methods of our members, and to promote advocacy for art programs throughout Suffolk County.

We are looking to offer more than one workshop a month on Thursday evenings, from 4:30 – 7:30 p.m.  SCALA workshops can be up to 6 hours in total. Instructors may choose to create either one or two 3 hour workshops. SCALA will pay instructors $75.00 per workshop hour, not to exceed 6 hours. Time spent with set up and clean up is included in these time slots as part of the workshop and will not incur extra fees.

Workshops must include a hands-on activity that can realistically be utilized in a classroom setting, regardless of developmental level, as well as, be refreshing for art educators.  We are looking for a variety of workshops that are theory based, population based, pedagogy based, and/or a combination. SCALA welcomes activities appropriate for all grade levels.  

Instructors must prepare hand outs with objectives, goals, methodology, resources, materials, and the NYS Learning Standards for the Visual Arts. Materials required for workshops are provided at the instructor’s expense.  SCALA prefers to run workshops without a materials fee, as our members are already paying a fee to take your workshop. 

SCALA workshops are held at various locations across Suffolk County. EASTERN SUFFOLK BOCES, Bellport is an available location, but SCALA will research alternative accommodations, to fit specific needs as best we can.  Should you require site specific equipment, such as a kiln, please describe this need in your proposal. 
The deadline to submit your 2011-2012 workshop proposal is Friday April 15, 2011. All proposals will be reviewed by SCALA. Instructors under consideration will be contacted by the Co-Directors for Professional Development to verify: dates, materials, needs and location. Once a workshop is accepted, SCALA and the instructor will sign a formal contract. SCALA recognizes that emergencies or inclement weather may occur. It is the instructor’s responsibility to notify the Co-Director’s for Professional Development as soon as possible with cancellation or changes to the workshop schedule. 
Please note that attendance at our Fall Membership Drive is highly recommended for our approved instructors. This event is for our members to meet and greet the instructors, learn more about your workshop, and register in person. Historically, the best advertisement is when instructors have an opportunity to share their workshops during the Fall Membership Drive. This has resulted in quick and abundant registrations.
