e How your artistic talent contributes to the school and community

e The essay is limited to two pages typed, double spaced.

Portfolio:

Each applicant must submit a digital portfolio in CD form, consisting of 10 pieces of original artwork. The
portfolio should demonstrate the student’s knowledge of the principles of design and include work in various
media. Five digital photos should represent the student’s growth and development towards the mastery of a
particular medium and exhibit the student’s strength in communicating his or her individual ideas. Students
name and phone number must be written on the CD.
